Most or all of them were
born in the Wheat community of Roane County where they remained until
forced from their land by the war effort. She was also preceded in death by
her husband, Alvin Stout, and their only child, David Stout. 

 

Ruth lived her entire life in Roane County working at the Harriman Hosiery Mill
until its closing then at the Rockwood Mill until her retirement. After losing her
husband and son, she made a life working outside on her flowers all day long
every day of the year, only taking a break for a cup of coffee, when a friend
came by, or when one of the neighborhood dogs would wander by for
companionship and a handout. She said she felt close to her God when she
was caring for her flowers.
